Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (26 March — 01April 2021), there was 0.0 mm rain and the sky was clear to
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 30.5 to 36.0°C and 11.4 to 17.4°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 71 to 91 % at 0712 a.m. and 17 to 35 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the WNW at a speed of 0.8 to 5.7 km/hour. Weather will remain clear in the
coming five days and wind will blow with a speed of 10.8-17.1 km/hr from the NE direction. Maximum
& minimum temperature may range from 31.8 to 36.0 deg C & 10.6 to 17.9 deg C respectively. As per

In late sown barley crop, light irrigation should be given in the evening by keeping in
