NDVI map
received from the India Meteorological Department indicated that the NDVI ranged between 0.35-0.5
for Nainital district i.e. agriculture vigor is moderate to good in the district. Weather will remain clear in
the coming five days. Farmers should keep in mind the moisture condition in the soil while sowing and
maintain proper moisture in the field during the process.

SMS Advisory:

The weather will be dry in the coming days, so it is advisable to irrigate all crops and vegetables as per
the requirement and sowing of barley crop should be completed.
