
The upcoming week predicts light to heavy rainfall of 20-60 mm and maximum-minimum temperature 

varying between 18.0-21.0oC and 15.0-16.0oC, respectively. The wind is expected to blow from south-

east at a speed of 6-8 kmph. Light to moderate rain likely to occur at most places on 6th, 7th, 9th and 

10th August while at many places on 8th August , 2024. An orange alert regarding occurrence of heavy 

to very heavy rain / thunderstorm accompanied with lightning / intense to very intense rain spell at 

isolated places is expected on 6th August while a yellow warning has been given for heavy rain / 

thunderstorm accompanied with lightning / intense to very intense rain spell at isolated places on 7th , 

9th & 10th August. 

For regular updates on weather conditions in the region, the farmers can get updates from the app 

"Meghdoot" and lightning update from the app "Damini" available on Google Play Store (Android 

users) and App Centre (iOS users). The NDVI shows good agricultural vigour in the isolated regions of 

the state ranging 0.20-0.35. The extended range forecast shows normal rainfall, maximum and minimum 

temperature trend during 02.08.2024 to 08.08.2024. 

As per the IMD forecast, heavy rainfall with lightning/thunderstorm/intense rain spell is expected so proper 

drainage should be maintained and spraying operations should be delayed for the time being.

Cow/Buffalo July is the month of delivery, so at the time of delivery of the animal, they should be 

constantly monitored and cleaned thoroughly after calving. 200 ml of any one of the 

medicines named Utrotane / Harira / Ginetone in the morning and evening for three 

days Till should be given for cleaning the uterus. The cattle shed should be cleaned 

regularly 2- 3 times during the rainy season. 
Goat Small ruminant animals like sheep, goats and newborn calves should be protected 

from getting wet during rainy days so that they do not get cold/cough/pneumonia.
