Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (3 — 9 September, 2021), there was 0.0 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 33.0 to 35.0°C and 25.0 to 27.1°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 77 to 93 % at 0712 hrs and 54 to 69 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ENE & ESE with a speed of 1.4 to 6.4 km/hour. There is a possibility of
light rain at some places in the next five days. 10-11 mm of rain on September 10 & 11 and after that on
September 12 to 14, there may be very light rainfall of about 3 to 4 mm at some places. Maximum &
minimum temperature may range from 32.0 to 35.0 deg C & 21.0 to 23.0 deg C respectively. Wind will
blow with a speed of 7.0-12.0 km/hr from the NNE & SE direction. As per ERFS products rainfall will
be above normal, maximum & minimum temperature will be normal from 15 - 21 September in the
state.

General Advisory:

Farmers are advised to download the "DAMINI App" to get the lightning activity and “Meghdoot App”
to get past week weather, weather forecast, and agromet advisory. DAMINI and Meghdoot App can be
downloaded from the google play store (Android users) and App Center (I0S users). NDVI & SPI map
received from the India Meteorological Department dated indicated that the NDVI ranged between
0.35-0.50 for U S Nagar i.e. agriculture vigor is moderate to good in the district. SPI map indicates the
mildly dry conditions in the district for the past 4 weeks. Farmers should spray chemicals keeping in
mind the weather forecast.

SUGARCANE To control the mealybug in sugarcane, spray monocrotophos @ 2ml/litre water.
