Weather Summary/Alert:

The upcoming week predicts no rainfall from 14 to 18 November and maximum-minimum temperature
varying between 16.0-17.0oC and 5.0-6.0oC, respectively. The wind is expected to blow from north-
west and north-west-north at a speed of 5-8 kmph. Dry weather likely to prevail from 14th to 18th
November.

General Advisory:

For regular updates on weather conditions in the region, the farmers can get updates from the app
"Meghdoot" and lightning update from the app "Damini" available on Google Play store (Android
users) and App Centre (iOS users). The NDVI shows good agricultural vigour in the isolated regions of
the state ranging 0.25-0.45. The extended range forecast shows deficient rainfall and normal maximum-
minimum temperature trend during 15.11.2024 to 21.11.2024.

SMS Advisory:

The IMD forecast shows dry weather in the upcoming week so the farming operations can be planned
accordingly.

WHEAT In valleys and lower hills the sowing can be done in second fortnight of the
month.
