General Advisory:
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NDVI map received from the India Meteorological Department dated- 21 January 2021 indicated that
the NDVI ranged between 0.2-0.45 for Nainital i.e. agriculture vigor is moderate to good in the district.
In view of the severe spread of Corona (Covid-19), the farmers are advised to follow the guidelines
given by the Government of India, personal hygiene, use of masks, washing hands at appropriate
intervals with soap, during harvesting of fruit and vegetable crops, weeding, hoeing and other
agricultural operations.

If the upper part of the leaves of garlic is turning yellow, a solution of propiconazole
@ 1 ml/lit of water should be sprayed.

To save the animals from the cold, proper arrangement of the animal shed should be
done. To save the animal from cold, dry grasses, paddy residue (Puwal), etc which are
BUFFALO not used as fodder for animals should be used as a bedding material for animals in
sheds. The door and window should be covered properly so that cold wind could not
be entered into the animal shed.
