About the Venue

Govind Ballabh Pant University of Agriculture &

Bareilly-Lalkuan section of N E. Railway, is about 01 km and
Lalkuan is 06 km from Fisheries College. Haldi Road
railway station, on Delhi-Rampur-Kathgodam section of N
& NE railway is about 6 km from the College (3 km from
Guest House). University has Pantnagar Airport from where
one flight of Air Alliance plies to Dehradun-Delhi.
